The major portion of the budget is divided into seven

Hudson Memorial School; Alvirne High School; and the 
Kimball Webster School.  This year the Kimball Webster 
School has been added as a major location, and the 
previously sub-divided District-Wide Budget segments have 
been organized under this location, in order to provide a 
consistent format for review and analysis.

Within the budget document, most of the major reports begin 
with a Narrative, which provides a critical part of the budget 
document.  The purposes of the narrative are (1) to describe 
the contents of the ensuing report; (2) indicate priorities in 
the report, and; (3) to link the budget requests to goals of the 
school district’s strategic plan.  While the numbers in a 
budget tells WHAT an expenditure is, the narrative tells 
WHY the expenditure is proposed.

The Summary report will be found near the beginning of 
each Location’s Budget, and will appear on page 5.   It is the 
broadest level of budgeting at each location.  This one page 
report provides a view of the school’s total proposed budget 
both by function and by object. 

 
 



Function Report 
 
Each Location’s budget is divided into eight major Functions: 
Administration; Classroom Instruction; Vocational 
Instruction; Related Arts; Special Services; Educational 
Support; Non-Instructional Support; and Facilities. 
 
Administration includes the administrative and leadership 
costs within a school, including school wide-administrators 
such as principals and assistant principals.  
 
Classroom Instruction includes the costs of classroom 
teachers in each school.  In our elementary schools they are 
grade level teachers, and in Memorial and Alvirne High 
Schools they include department based teachers.  Also included 
here are the instructional materials, supplies and equipment  
used within our classrooms. 
The Classroom Instruction function is also sub-divided into 
Departments, such as English or Science.  In the elementary 
schools this includes only small sections on supplies.  In 
Hudson Memorial and Alvirne High Schools, the Departmental 
budgets also include faculty members. 
 
Vocational Instruction appears only at Alvirne High School, 
and contains the costs associated with the Wilber Palmer Career 
and Technical Education Center.  
 
Related Arts contains the budgets for Music, Art and Physical

Special Services includes Special Education, English as a 
Second Language, Guidance and Nurses.  These programs 
support our students throughout each of our schools.  
 
Educational Support Services include our libraries, audio 
visual services, technology, co-curricular activities, and our 
professional development programs. 
 
Non -Instructional Support Services includes School Board 
operations, Food Service, and Transportation costs. 
Facilities include the costs of operating, maintaining and 
repairing our buildings and grounds, as well a debt service.. 

 
 
 
 
 

  
  
Object Report 
Each Function report is further divided into ten Objects: 
Salaries; Benefits; Office Expenses; Supplies; Contracted 
Services; Equipment; Educational Resources; Furniture; 
Professional Development; and Utilities.  Objects will often 
be broken down further.  For example, Equipment may be 
broken down (no pun intended) into “rental,” “new,” and

The proposed budget document for Library Street School contains all the expenses of running an elementary school with a projected enrollment of 211 students. There are many costs that are 
accrued on an annual basis and several items that will be requested based upon need per year. 
As the budget will reflect, we budgeted for items that will educationally benefit students, increase safety, provide a better working environment for students and staff and address the goals 
and objectives set forth in the district’s Strategic Plan. Our Mission based on the Strategic Plan:

• Academic Rigor and High Expectations
• A Safe and Secure Learning Environment
• Sound Fiscal Management and Integrity

This overall budget shows an increase of $78,358 (5.39%). The major portion of the overall budget increase is due to the following:
• Salaries increased by $31,721 (3.62%)
• Benefits increased by $14,009 (3.70%)
• Utilities increased by $7,432 (10.48%)
• Food Service increased by $2,550 (14.6%) 
Increase in General Supplies, Food and Misc. account – laundering, mileage reimbursement, safety training, etc., as well as an increase in the Repairs and Maintenance Services line item – 
repairs to equipment based on historical data and age of equipment
• A combined cost of classroom and library furniture, which will replace and upgrade existing furniture, has a total cost of $9,747. The library’s book shelves are in extremely poor 
condition and need to be replaced. Additionally, there is no suitable place for students to return or check-out books, or for the library paraprofessional to work on binding books, sorting 
books, etc. Therefore, we have budgeted for a librarian’s desk.
• We have budgeted $4,520 to replace a fire proof filing cabinet that houses all student records.
• In the reading supply account, the substantial increase of $2,100 is due to the increase in per pupil cost from $40 per student to $50 per student. Through this account, we purchase the 
materials needed to support the Houghton Mifflin reading program, as well as our remedial reading programs. This increase is necessary this year to purchase the materials needed to support 
our current programs and follow through with the mission of providing academic rigor and high expectations within the classroom.
(Total - $72,079 – 92% of the total increase)

Once again, we used a per pupil costs to determine many supply accounts. The rational behind this is to have a conservative figure in place, at the elementary level, for consistency throughout 
the district. Looking ahead, we will be surveying teachers in regards to how much money they are personally spending on needed classroom supplies and what needed supplies are not being 
ordered due to lack of funds. This could cause these per pupil dollar amounts to fluctuate in the future. 

This proposed budget is sufficient to meet the needs of Library Street School’s student body for the 2007-08 school year.

Library Street School:  Administration - Salaries & Benefits
The administration team of Library Street School consists of a principal, Mr. Scott Baker, an assistant principal, Mrs. Emilie Carter, and one full time secretary, Mrs. Denise Romano. The 
administrative team of Mr. Baker and Mrs. Carter are also in charge of the adjacent Dr. H.O. Smith School. Because of this, Mr. Baker’s salary and associated benefits are listed at Dr. H.O. 
Smith, while Mrs. Carter’s salary and associated benefits are listed in the administration section in the budget for Library Street School. 

Over the course of the last three years, there has been an ever increasing workload placed upon the secretarial position which has caused us to look at that position closely. It has become 
apparent that Library Street School is in need of a full-time secretary that would work over the course of the summer. Besides the obvious tasks that need to be completed over the summer 
months like entering, writing and coordinating purchase orders, file transfers for students go to anther school or coming into LSS, first grade and new registration updates, 
handbooks/forms/student folder updates and copied for staff, parents, and students in preparation for the first day of school, etc., we need a secretary to answer the numerous phone calls, 
e-mails from vendors, questions from parents, conduct new parent tours, etc. that take place over the summer. In addition, new state reports have been added to the workload such as the 
Beginning of the Year Report (BOY), End of the Year Report (EOY), and NECAP data input (i4see) to the state for the purpose of generating NECAP labels for all students in grades 3rd 
through 5th. Therefore, the increase in this portion of the budget is due to the Library Street secretarial position moving back to a 52-week position.

The consumable supplies - $35.00 per student is for the standard consumable supplies needed by all students and staff for use during the instructional day.  Items are used in the preparation of 
materials and during learning activities, throughout each day. Essential school tools ( pencils, crayons, scissors, markers, rulers, glue sticks, plan books, record books, sentence strips, Velcro, 
magnets, paint, etc.), varied paper ( penmanship, composition, graph, construction, oak tag, newsprint, chart, copier, etc.) and organizational items ( binders, composition booklets, clips, staples, 
file folders, communicator folders, index cards, pocket folders, envelopes, thumb tacks, brass fasteners, name tags, labels, scotch tape, masking tape, duct tape, homework notebooks, etc.) are 
covered in this part of the budget.  We inventory supplies each spring, prioritize the needs based on input from all staff, use the bid list prices, and make purchases accordingly. 

We also budget for 4th and 5th grade homework notebooks to increase student’s organizational skills and to better prepare them for middle school, home/school communicators for an organized 
method of communication between home and school, periodicals in order for our students to read non-fiction and up-to-date literature, the restock of UNH picture/image writing supplies to 
provide teachers with various art supplies needed for this program, staple cartridges for the our two copy machines and ink cartridges for the two teacher network printers.

General supplies in Math, Reading, Social Studies and Science are based on a per pupil cost. In each academic area we purchase specific resources based upon teacher requests, classroom needs 
and academic program requirements. 
• Math - $4.00 per student for math supplies plus the cost of math journals. The newly revised math curriculum serves as the guide to support purchase selections.
• Science - $5.00 per student for science supplies. The recently revised science curriculum serves as the guide to support purchases at each grade level.
• Social Studies - $4.00 per student for social studies supplies. In addition, workbooks for the 4th grade New Hampshire history content strand are included.
• Reading - $50.00 per student for supplies and materials reflects a $10.00 increase per student which is necessary to meet the increased prices in the Houghton Mifflin Reading support 
materials and to provide additional materials required to remediate the at-risk population through additional tutoring and practices in the areas of:
- Phonemic awareness
- Vocabulary
- Fluency
- Comprehension
- Oral and written expression

Currently, the District allocation of $40 per student for reading supplies is used to purchase the components needed to implement the Houghton Mifflin Reading Program (all grades) which 
includes:  varied levels of Literacy Activity Books (LAB) that support instruction in phonics, comprehension, vocabulary, grammar, spelling, and writing. The Watch Me Read (take home 
practice) booklets support practice with high frequency words and vocabulary in grade one and two. Writing across the curriculum folders (all grades), personal dictionaries (grades two and 
three), novel study (grade two through five) are standard components that support the language arts curriculum in all elementary schools in Hudson. The menu of materials and individual item 
costs are detailed in the back-up section. Reading specialists follow best practices prior to preparing purchase orders. These practices include inventorying materials and receiving input for 
classroom teachers, reviewing student assessment data, and making informed decisions to select from a menu of materials and/or supplies. NOTE: The reading specialists from each attendance 
zone also meet to ensure that a consistent focus is in place for instruction at each grade level, across the district.

The $10.00 per pupil increase for reading is to cover the specialized reading tutoring is given to students in grades 1 - 5 who score at or below the 30th percentile on the fall Gates MacGinitie 
reading test. Tutoring and classroom remediation are done with the use of fluency kits, the Read Naturally Program and Language Exclamation Program. Also, using nonfiction in the elementary 
grades is essential to preparing children to succeed in the "Informational Age". Content area readers and textbooks (both examples of nonfiction) are books that present factual information in 
subject areas of science, social studies, and math. Content area reading familiarizes children with the unique structures and features that are found in the textbooks children will use in the 
intermediate grades and beyond. Greater literacy development using nonfiction will enable students to: learn print conventions, develop oral language skills, practice word attack skills, increase 
vocabulary, develop fluency, learn comprehension strategies, improve writing skills and ultimately develop enthusiasm for reading.

The Special Services Department supplies for Library Street consists of postage and general office supplies needed for the daily operation of the department. Progress reports are mailed to 
parents at least four times per year, as well as invitations, draft IEPs, evaluation reports, etc. are mailed to numerous families with the heaviest times between January and June.

General office supplies are required for Library Street’s Special Education Department which includes:  Department Head, Secretary, Case Manager and 3+ related service personnel.

The Intensive Needs Cooking provides students with significant cognitive impairments to learn and practice functional academic and living skills through cooking activities. They learn to 
shop and pay for groceries, prepare simple and nutritious snacks following written and verbal directions. This program provides meaningful activities incorporating Math/Science skills as 
well as communication, vocabulary, pre-reading, and spelling proficiency.

The Megawords line item are consumable workbooks (spelling/syllabication) used to promote proficiency with phonemic awareness, spelling and decoding. The Edmark supplemental 
worksheets are to reinforce vocabulary skills and reading comprehension and the Touch Math books are consumable student practice books that reinforce math concepts using a 
tactile-visual approach. 

The Speech/Language supply lines consist of general supplies needed throughout the course of a school year to assist with teaching vocabulary skills, developing word knowledge, 
improving expressive language, listening skills, critical thinking skills and to increase flexibility in using language. Also budgeted for is the consumable testing supplies required to complete 
Speech/Language evaluations for new referrals and triennials. 

The Occupational/Physical Therapy (OT/PT) supply lines contain the general supplies needed to provide OT/PT support services throughout an academic school year. These supplies help 
to develop hand strength, coordination, provide tactile input, develop fine motor skills, etc. We also budget for consumable testing supplies required to complete Occupational Therapy 
evaluations for new referrals and triennials.
